MHSA'S INDOOR DUCK SHOOT

The Game: Duck Shoot
The Rules: Each team stands in a canoe while a duck dummy is pulled across in front
of them. Each "hunter" has 5 tennis balls and attempts to hit the moving target with each
ball. The dog should be "steady to the shot”. With a timer running, once all of the balls are
thrown, the dog has to retrieve all five bals. The team that hits the duck the most times
and retrieves the balls the fastest wins. 1 point per hit, 1 point for steady and
1 point for each ball retrieved.

The Game: Soeed Retrieve
The Rules: Several tennis balls, canvas dummies and pheasant Dokken dummies
are placed alternating in a semi circle. Each dog is given 1 minute to retrieve items
for points. Dokken dummies are 3 points, canvas dummies are 2 points and
you lose 1 point for each tennis ball retrieved.

The Game: Wiener Retrieve
The handler will toss a hot dog at least 10 feet. The dog will be sent for the retrieve.
The dog that retrieves the most wiener the fastest wins.
If all of the dogs exhibit "hard mouth”, the dog that returns the fastest wins.
